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An avid ham radio operator since his days at Mission High School in San Francisco (Class of 1938), Peter Dardani brought the world to our doorstep via the rotating antenna that stood high on a rocky outcropping in our backyard where we stood straining our eyes to catch the blink of Sputnik while listening to the radio transmissions in 1957. A short distance away was the Hunter’s Point Naval Shipyard, where his fascination with all things electronic and aeronautic brought him as part of the team working on the Tactical Air Navigation System (TACAN) after serving with the Navy during WWII His experience as a general aviation pilot was a valuable contribution to the project.  He soloed September 13, 1939, at age 19, out of Mills Field (now SFO). He will be greatly missed by friends and family, especially by his bride of 60 years, Bessie.
